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This exhibition spans more than 4,000 square metres and brings together more
than 2,800 exhibits, providing a journey through 6,000 years of history. The
exhibition encompasses four core themes: the legacy of prehistoric Chinese
civilisation, the convergence of East and West following the Opium War, the
shared struggle during the War of Resistance Against Japanese Aggression, and
the glorious chapters of post-war economic development and return to the
motherland in 1997. Through a wealth of historical exhibits and meticulously
reconstructed scenes, the exhibition vividly presents the indomitable spirit of
the Hong Kong people, tracing the deep historical ties between Hong Kong

and the motherland.

This section invites visitors to trace the deep historical roots of Hong Kong.
Highlights of this section include a nationally significant prehistoric yazhang
(ceremonial blade) unearthed on Lamma Island, which stands as a powerful
testament to the southward spread of the ritual system of the Central Plains
and the unity in diversity of Chinese civilisation. The section also features
invaluable artefacts unearthed from the Lei Cheng Uk Han Tomb, ceramic
remains from the Song- and Yuan-period Sacred Hill Site, and Ming-dynasty
blue-and-white porcelain shards excavated at Penny’s Bay. Together, these
exhibits testify that Hong Kong has been deeply rooted in the fertile soil of
Chinese civilisation for thousands of years, sharing a cultural lineage with the

motherland since ancient times.
